- To engage a Licensed Electrical Worker (LEW) for any electrical works; 

 

- To switch off electrical appliances when they are not in use; 

 

- To check the condition of wires regularly. Frayed wires or 

cracked cords should be replaced or repaired immediately. 

Do not use tape to connect or secure them as they maybe 

overheated and become fuel source for fire; 

  

- Do not run wires under carpets or mats and keep wires away from hot surfaces; 

 

- To only use electric plugs and electronic equipment which 

carry the SAFETY Mark or other safety certificate;  

  

- To ensure that combustible materials (newspapers, cardboard boxes, paper cups, 

etc.) are stored away from electrical sockets;  

 

- Do not use faulty electrical appliances. Engaged an 

authorised person to service the appliances; 

 
 

 

Additional fire safety information for F&B premise 

 

- To remind staff to attend to their cooking at all times. Turn off the heat source 

when not in use or when they need to stay away from their cooking; and 

 

- For cooking oil fires, activate the Kitchen Fire 

Suppression System or use Dry Chemical 

Powder/ Class ‘F’ fire extinguishers.
